Dear Mr. Brown,

We feel compelled to tell you that we are appalled at the apparent
wanton lack of regard for any and all safety regulations and/or the health and
safety of the workers on ALL Daniel Silverie III, Inc. sites!

When we found (in conversation with Supt. Tom Roubhier) that you
had just visited the above described site the day before our visit we were
astounded! This is remarkable in view of our understanding that DSIII’s
workers compensation carrier had visited a number of sites after our letter to
you of July 8™ regarding safety at the Legacy at Fountain Plaza site.

We challenge you to explain to us how you, as the company safety
manager, could possibly have missed all the violations we are about to
mention (see photographs taken at the time).

Furthermore, we challenge you to do a better job! Your employer,
who pays you good money, deserves better. The people working on the job
sites deserve better and the law DEMANDS compliance! We are beginning
to wonder whether you will ever be able to meet compliance. We here from
your field personnel that the books are available on the sites, and we know
that you should be able to find any information you want. Evidently there is
just not enough incentive to motivate you to learn all you need to know. If
this is the case then you should be removed from the position of
responsibility for safety.
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We will simply list and submit photographs of the issues at hand.

Floor penetration covers improperly constructed & placed.
Unidentified trip hazards, too numerous to count.

Standing water in the subterranean garage including an elevator pit
completely full of water, posing a serious drowning hazard (not to
mention a prolific mosquito breeding area).

Safety cables secured with one saddle clamp.

Safety cable eye bolts not welded (some stretched open), not secured
properly or bent over.

At least one fire extinguisher discharged.

Egress and assembly maps difficult to read and all arrows lead to a
barricaded site exit, making it impossible to reach the assembly area.
Scaffolding assembled without planks where unharnessed workers are
overhead and/or adjacent.

No visible first aid stations in the building.

No drinking water available to workers on the site.

No trash containers available for food waste which is causing serious
slip hazards.

We repeat: (from the July 8" letter)

Our team has corresponded in writing with your firm on numerous

occasions with concerns for the safety of the construction personnel working
on your sites. With each correspondence there have been temporary and/or
what we consider token responses by the on site management. We can only
assume that the problem lies deeper within your company. No injury and
illness prevention program can be successful without the support and
commitment from a firm’s upper management. As a courtesy we have not
been corresponding with the California Division of Occupational Safety and
Health (DOSH).
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DOSH. All correspondence, video and pictures will be made available to the
District Manager of DOSH in an attempt to provide a safe and healthy
environment for the workers at your sites.
