To date the only condition that we have witnessed the
application of any web stiffeners is at the carport beam.

8. S0.0; Carpentry notes; Note #4; requires 2x solid blocking between
joists or rafters over supports. This requirement is met in some
locations but not in all locations.

These questions will require the efforts of the entire construction team.
Because they could alter the buildings structural performance we felt it was
necessary to request your assistance. This letter is not intended to
inconvenience yourself or your firm. The citizens of Salinas deserve a safe,
quality structure and we hope their interests are considered first.

[image: image2.png]* Per note #7- on S0.0 the anchor bolts were required to be hot
dipped galvanized. The anchor bolts that were cast in place are
not coated.

e The most serious question is in picture #1. It appears that these
wedge anchors engaged on the last third of the anchor. This
could indicate that there is no footing or thickened slab on
grade supporting this load bearing wall area.

. There is a great deal concrete damage as shown in pictures 5-8. Our

assumption is this damage was created by the installation of anchors
as in picture #3. The contractor has attempted to patch some of the
more serious damage and we have not confirmed if additional anchors
were utilized.

. S0.0; General note; Washers; note #3; revision #1; directs, washers

shall be square plate washers or round malleable iron. The
construction team on site is utilizing cut washers of the installation of
various seismic connections. As in picture #9, not only the type of
washers that are installed should be reviewed but the bolts appear to
be over tightened and do not conform to manufacturers’ installation
recommendations.

. Pictures 10 & 11 show the bay window wall framing. These wall

sections to date do not have proper solid backing creating properly
framed corners.

. Pictures 12 & 13 show the support detail that was utilized on site for

the cantilevered framing at the bay window assemblies on the alley
side of the project. Once again, not being a structural engineer, we can
not determine if these conditions are acceptable but after review of the
project plans we could not locate an applicable detail for these
conditions.

. Picture 14 shows the structural steel column cap at the corner of the

parking area. This cap appears to have been field modified and does
not conform to usual industry bolting standards with both bolts
secured only through the third laminate. Per 10/S4.2; detail for the
shear-wall at carport beam. This detail directs, on TS 4x4 columns;
column cab requires 4 bolts.

. The city building department does not have the approved truss joist

submittal on file, making it impossible for us to determine the need
for web stiffener application. Per detail 5/S1.3 your firm requires filler
block/web stiffeners. We realize that they are not necessary in every

We are writing your firm, asking for your intervention. The
construction project that this letter describes is located at 50 East Market
Street, Salinas California. Recently, we have been monitoring the progress
of construction at this development and are concerned for the safety of the
future occupants of this structure. We are not ICBO certified inspectors or
degreed structural engineers and we base our questions on construction
experience. Although we have reviewed the project plans on file with the
City of Salinas we understand that these might not contain all the changes
that your firm may have review and authorized. Our schedules do not afford
us the time to for a more through review of the project and request that your
firm conducts an investigation. The questions listed below are quality
assurance issues. They will require the efforts of the entire construction team
to review and if necessary, correct. We have attached photographs to assist
you and have more available upon request.

1. Picture 1-4: Anchor bolt layout appears to be a major issue. As you
can see in the photos the contractor has utilized a large amount of
wedge anchors.

o We have reviewed the General Notes on S0.0 and did not find
this method of anchoring authorized.

e Pernote #6-on S0.0 it is necessary to utilize 2x2x3/16” plate
washers. The wedge anchors have been installed using only the
cut washer provided by the manufacturer.
