The structural tie down rods and the anchor bolts present a serious risk
of impalement. They might be protected per article 29, section 1712.

8. With the accumulation of combustible materials (lumber) it appears
necessary for your staff to review the requirements set for fire
protection and prevention per article 36, sections 1920-1938.

While creating this report I utilized the 1999 edition of the CALOSHA
Construction Safety Orders.

Dear Mr. Baker,

This letter is to notify you of the findings that were documented while
conducting a Health and Safety Inspection at the site mentioned above. The
responsibility of jobsite safety falls on the shoulders of the entire
construction team and the issues listed below require immediate attention for
all those involved with the project. Although some of the potential safety
violations only affect the crews working for Daniel Silverie III, Inc. (DSIII)
or its subcontractors, other issues do affect the crew working for Webcor
Builders and its subcontractors whose crew are covered by the Carpenters
Master Labor Agreement.

. In various areas of the site, the standard railings do not conform
within the standards set in article 16, section 1620.

2. There are no toe kicks present, protecting workers below. These are a
standard per article 16, section 1621.

3. Storage of gas cylinders does not comply with standards set in article
32, section 1740.

4. Crews on site are not utilizing proper personal protective devices. An
example of this was a crew member applying Copper Green (a
poison) to the sole plate’s without using the required respirator, eye,
hand protection, etc. The pressure treated lumber is also not being
handled with the standards illustrated in most manufacturers MSDS’s.

5. There is a lack of clearly marked washing facilities per article 3,
sections 1526 (¢) and 1527 (a).

6. There are numerous unprotected deck penetrations through the slab
exposing workers below to the risk of falling objects. Review article
19, sections 1632-1633.
