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Proceedings regarding the proposed Settlement and Settlement of the referenced Class
Action were conducted before this Court, the Honorable Ronald M. Sabraw, Judge Presiding. All
parties were represented by their Counsel of record.

The Court, having ordered Preliminary Approval of Proposed Settlement, Approval of
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Notice of Pendency of Class Action and Preliminary Approval of Settlement and Hearing; and
having set a Hearing for Final Approval,

THE COURT HEREBY MAKES THE FOLLOWING DETERMINATIONS AND
ORDERS:

1. This Court finds that the Stipulation re: Settlement is reasonable, fair and adequate
and was entered into in good faith.

2. Therefore, it appears to the Court that the settlement amount when balanced against
the probable outcome of further litigation relating to liability and damages issues, it further appears
that significant investigation and research has been conducted such that counsel for the parties at
this time are able to reasonably evaluate their respective positions, it further appears that settlement
at this time will avoid substantial costs, delay and risks that would be presented by the further
prosecution of the litigation, it further appears that the proposed Settlement has been reached as a
result of intensive, serious and noncollusive negotiations including two settlement conferences

among counsel and mediation before the Hon. Richard Hodge (Ret.);

3. The Court notes that Defendants shall place in trust as Settlement a sum of
$500,000.00 to pay all claims.
4. Notice of Final Approval and Claim Form shall be mailed to class members by

certified mail, return-receipt requested. Class Counsel shall be responsible for such mailing and the
cost for such mailing shall be submitted to the Claims Administrator to be reimbursed from the
claims administration costs.

5. Plaintiffs shall receive the following sums from the Claims Administrator upon the
effective settlement date so long as funds are available in the settlement trust account: Antonio
Martinez Cabrera $9,136.00; Esteban Reyes Vaca $8,925,00; Jorge Martinez Cabrera $11,815.00;
Armando Trujillo $8,394.00; Gabriel Trujillo $8,829.00. Plaintiffs shall also be eligible for an equal
portion of any excess settlement funds if any such funds exist.

6. The Claims Administrator shall send to each participating Class Member a Claim

Form receipt letter and Supplemental Questionnaire. If a participating Class Member submits a
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Supplemental Questionnaire and the Claims Administrator denies a Supplemental Claim, based upon
the mechanism described in paragraph 7 of the Settlement Agreement, the Claims Administrator
shall also send a Supplemental Claim Form denial letter.

7. Upon occurrence of the effective settlement date, all participating Class Members
and the successors in interest shall conclusively be deemed to have given full releases for claims of
unpaid wages, interest, all penalties due for unpaid wages, and all costs and attorneys’ fees in
prosecuting claims for unpaid wages arising out of all labor performed at the Landing. These
released claims apply to all Defendants and their respective current and former affiliates, divisions,
successors, predecessors, related corporate entities, assigns, members, member companies, partners,
directors, officers, current and former employees, agents and representatives, attorneys’
representatives, attorneys, insurers and all persons acting by, through, or in concert with any of
them.

8. Federal Income Tax Form MISC 1099 may be sent by the Claims Administrator if a
tax identification number is obtained by the Claims Administrator for the trust into which the
$500,000 is deposited. The sending of MISC 1099 forms by the Claims Administrator will release
Defendant Capaz from the obligation of doing so. The cost of establishing the tax identification
number and preparation and mailing of MISC 1099 forms shall be charged to the cost of
administration.

9. Class Counsel having presented good and sufficient evidence of having performed
services in excess of the $100,000 maximum, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Class Counsel be
reimbursed in the amount of $100,000 as attorneys’ fees from the $500,000 settlement amount and

be reimbursed its costs, according to proof, not to exceed $50,000.
